The creation is "good."

Creation reveals God.

Scripture teaches that the earth
belongs to God. It is not ours to do
with as we please.

("abad", in Hebrew, means "serve").

God has given creation to humans for
their use, but destruction of creation is
not allowed. Gratitude and humility are
the proper responses.

Humans respond by believing in
Christ, but indeed, all of creation benefits.
